NOTICE OF RACE 

The Organizing Authority will be the Alamitos Bay Yacht Club, Long Beach, CA

1. RULES

1.1. This regatta will be governed by the “rules” as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2. The timing sequence of rule 26 will be changed. The changes will appear in the Sailing Instructions.

2. ELIGIBILITY

2.1. This regatta is open to members’ ”in good standing” of Alamitos Bay Yacht Club.

2.2. The Champions of each ABYC recognized Fleet, or their nominated substitute, is eligible to compete.

2.3. Lido 14’s will be supplied by the Organizing Authority.

3. SCHEDULE OF RACES

3.1. Three (3) races are scheduled.

3.2. The Warning Signal for the first race each day will be at 1055.

4. ENTRIES AND FEES

4.1. No Entry Fee

5. COMPETITORS’ MEETINGS

Competitors’ meetings will be held on the ABYC patio at 1000. 

6. SCORING

6.1. The Low Point Scoring System in Appendix A of the racing rules will be used, except as follows:

a) In Appendix A, series and race scores shall apply to the competitor helming the boat, not the boat. This changes rule A2, A3, A4, A5, A6, A7, A8, A9, A10.

b) A competitor's series score will be the total of her race scores. This changes rule A2.

6.2. One (1) race constitutes a series. 

6.3. A boat whose finishing place, through no fault of her own, is made significantly worse because of a breakdown may seek redress. This changes RRS 62.1

7. TROPHIES

The Kim Thompson Memorial Trophy will be awarded to the winning crew.

8. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in this regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authorities will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta. 

9. SAFETY

ABYC recommends that all competitors wear personal flotation devices while on the water.  The Y flag (personal flotation required) will be flown at all regattas from October 15 through April 14, and it may be flown at other regattas.
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
