Late entry fee waived for ABYC Memorial Day Regatta 
LONG BEACH, Calif. 
As spring heads into summer, little sailboats sailed by sailors of all ages will be busting out all over in Alamitos Bay Yacht Club’s annual Memorial Day Regatta Saturday and Sunday, May 23-24. 

The traditional turnout of more than 100 boats in 18 classes will include Cal 20 and 30.5-foot Etchells keelboats, but most of the mini-armada will be composed of unballasted dinghies as small as eight-foot Naples Sabots and as high-powered as Formula 18 catamarans and singlehanded A-Cats. 
Competitors may enter online. 
In tune with the times, organizers have waived the $20 late entry fee that was scheduled to expire last Sunday and will accept entries online at the basic rates until Friday at 4 p.m. PDT. Later entries must be made in person up to 10 a.m. Saturday morning. Entries will not be accepted by outside mail or fax. 
The racers will include several sailors who placed high in the singlehanded A-Cat North American Championships at Ft. Walton Beach, Fla., last weekend: former world champion Pete Melvin, who was second in the 42-boat fleet, and Pease and Jay Glaser, who were sixth and eighth. 

Pease Glaser said, "It was really good sailing, like inside the breakwater in Long Beach but with 78-degree water."

But this weekend they'll all be sailing F18s---Melvin with his 14-year-old son and the Glasers as a team, tuning up for the F18 class North Americans to be hosted by ABYC in September. 
However, last year's Memorial Day A-Cat winner, Craig Yandow, who was ninth in Florida, will be back to defend that title. 

The larger Ocean classes are scheduled for a total of eight races on a course on the outer harbor inside the breakwater. The smallest Bay classes are due for six races on Alamitos Bay. Racing is scheduled to start at noon each day, conditions permitting.
